      o Each entry must be submitted digitally in JPEG format with a minimum resolution of 300 dpi and 
         minimum size of 18 x 13 cm.

Two winning photographs will be selected by a panel of judges including professional photographers. Win-
ners will receive roundtrip airfare and accommodations to attend the annual IHPE Awards Ceremony at the 
Palace of Europe in Strasbourg, France, in December 2011. The winning photographs will be included in the 
IHPE Photo Exhibition held in every participating country and will be published in the annual IHPE Catalog. 
Winners will be announced by April 25, 2011.

How to Submit a Photo

1.  Visit http://www.flickr.com/groups/ihpepgh

2.  Join this group by clicking on "Join This Group" under the title.

3.  Sign in to Flickr using your Yahoo account ID; If you do not have an account, you can sign up for free      
     by clicking on "Sign Up" in the lower right corner.

4a.  IF YOUR PHOTO IS ALREADY UPLOADED TO FLICKR.COM: 

   Click on "Add Photos" under Group Pool.
   Select the image from your photostream and click on "Add to Group."
   Make sure your photo has a unique title as its description, and that this matches the title you email to    
   ihpe@pittsburghkids.org as described in Step 5.

4b.  IF YOUR PHOTO IS NOT UPLOADED TO FLICKR.COM:

   Select the "Upload Photos or Video" menu item from the "You" drop down menu in the upper left corner.
   Choose your photo from where it is stored.
   Set privacy as “Public.”
   Click on the "Upload Photos and Videos" button.
   Click on "Add a Description" to add a unique title. (Be sure this title matches the entry information you     
   e-mail to ihpe@pittsburghkids.org as described in Step 5.)
   Choose "Save"
   You will return to a page marked "Your Photostream" – click on the image you want to submit.
   Click on the “Actions” menu and choose "Add to a Group."
   Select the group "International Heritage Photographic Experience, Pittsburgh 2011."
